Election of Officers
Chairman – RCr was proposed by RS and seconded by IA. He was unanimously re-elected. 
Vice-Chair – TSD is likely to be resigning soon as he will be moving from the village. IA was proposed by RCr and seconded by TJ. He was unanimously elected.

Treasurer – RS was proposed by RCr  and seconded by IA. He was unanimously re-elected.

Appointment of Parish Clerk
RC was asked to continue as the “Proper Officer” of the council. He was proposed by IA and seconded by VB. He was unanimously re-appointed. The Clerk expressed his willingness to continue until a new Clerk was found.

Approval of end of year accounts and financial reports & statements

The PC approved the accounts prepared by the Treasurer as a true and accurate statement of the councils financial position. A written report was provided.
RS brought the following to the attention of the PC. The high level of receipts and payments reflected the way in which the Village Hall Committee “donation” regarding the replacement windows was dealt with and the subsequent VAT recovery. Allowing for receipt of the VAT reclaim spending in the year will have been £45.08 more than income. Fixed assets are unchanged on previous year. The contingency allowance of £800 in last years budget was fully utilised in contributing to the replacement of the village hall fence which cost £1526.40 (ex VAT). This indicated the value of holding good levels of reserves.
The Treasurer remains concerned however at the level of the precept compared to usual expenditure.
